Executive Summary
This document is the Amelia County Emergency Operations Plan.  This document defines the emergency management structure of Amelia County.  This document has been adopted through resolution by the Amelia County Board of Supervisors.

This EOP defines roles and responsibilities of individuals and agencies as they pertain to emergency management.  These roles and responsibilities are generally extensions of the normal daily duties of these individuals and agencies.

Emergency management involves four cyclical phases.  These phases are a continual, never-ending process.  The phases are:

· Mitigation - Actions designed to eliminate or minimize the effects of emergency situations on the people, infrastructure, and environment.

· Preparedness - Actions taken to prepare for emergencies involving people, infrastructure, and the environment.

· Response - Actions taken after an emergency occurs to lessen the effects of the emergency on the people, infrastructure, and environment.

· Recovery - Actions taken to restore the people, infrastructure, and environment, to their pre-disaster condition, or better.

Amelia County recognizes and has adopted the National Incident Management System (NIMS) as set forth in Homeland Security Presidential Directive #5 of 2003.

This document is divided into four distinct parts.  The Preface contains administrative information relating to the plan itself.  The Basic Plan defines in broad terms the emergency management structure used by Amelia County.  The Functional Annexes define specific emergency management functions and details about those functions and how they relate to emergency management.  The Hazard-specific Appendices define specific emergency situations or hazards that could affect Amelia County and the details for the emergencies caused by these specific hazards.

While this document describes the basis for actions to be taken during a declared local emergency, there does not need to be a local declaration of emergency to use this document.  This document describes guidelines and procedures that can, and should, be referenced as needed to for daily operations.

This document was developed using guidelines and references of the Federal government, the Virginia government, and the emergency plans of several other local jurisdictions located throughout the country.

This plan replaces the prior Amelia County Emergency Operations Plan, 1982, amended lastly 1984.  This plan also replaces Amelia County Oil and Hazardous Materials Response Plan, 1993, amended lastly 1999.
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
